· There are official court reporters who are employees of the court, freelance deposition reporters who work directly with attorneys, broadcast captioners, and CART captioners (Communication Access Realtime Translation) — often employed in classroom settings to assist students who are deaf or hard of hearing.
· In emergencies, stenographic broadcast captioners can provide vital information to 48 million Americans who are deaf or hard of hearing.
· Stenographic court reporters and captioners use cutting-edge technology to bring the spoken word accurately to text in real time.
· The need for professionals in the stenographic court reporting and captioning fields is at a steady demand so employment upon graduation is nearly instant.
· Annual salaries of court reporters and captioners can reach upwards of $80,000 or more.

Court reporters and captioners rely on the latest in technology to use stenographic machines to capture the spoken word and translate it into written text in real time.
